CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

For approximately 2 years Tennis NZ have endeavoured to introduce what they call the T21 concept which
would see tennis structured into 6 regions all accountable to Head Office (i.e. Tennis NZ).

Players, clubs, coaches officials and associations are the clients in this whole matter and as far as is known
none of them have asked to be dissolved, renamed, turned into branches, wound up, forced to take on
debts or be made subject to an externally devised constitution.

The costs of this proposal are enormous. No project planning, no risk management plan, no quality
planning, no analysis of the costs or the resourcing required have been carried out.

Fortunately the Wellington Tennis Association which is the most affected by this proposal have taken an
initiative which will be supported by the Hutt Valley and which would see no changes to the current
situation but instead the creation of Regional Performance Centres which would implement any Tennis NZ
initiatives such as Coachforce and Tennis in Schools.

The Tennis NZ vote takes place in August and until then we do not know what the outcome might be. We
hope the Wellington initiative is successful.

To make matters worse Tennis NZ have decided we should all pay an additional $6.50 in national
affiliation fees to pay for the costs of their proposal to data

A vote of no confidence in the TNZ Board is unlikely but I doubt they will be feeling very happy with
themselves at the moment. Their project has got out of control!

For all of this time efforts have been directed to changes in governance at the expense of introducing
projects which might have increased numbers playing tennis throughout NZ.

Unfortunately the changes do not affect Auckland, North Harbour and Canterbury who together hold a
majority of the voting power. If Wellington lose in the changes they are suggesting, then you may be asked
whether our Club should continue to be affiliated. Those who play in tournaments may miss out but
perhaps there are ways around that

Did you also see in the Hutt News a report regarding the future of Mitchell Park?

Any decisions are a long way off but they will have an impact on tennis in the Hutt Valley. An indoor 4
court centre and replacement of all the courts will
come at an expense - a million dollar loan and a
need for a commercial reality ahead of usage for
clubs and their matters.

These are two major events which will affect you.

We need to hear what you think and encourage
you to come to our AGM to hear the latest and to
provide some input so your Committee can make
the best decisions on your behalf.

NOTE:1 STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES
REPORTING ENTITY
The Club operates as an incorporated body under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

GENERAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES
The financial statements have been prepared using the historical cost basis under the principles of accrual accounting
except for subscription income which is accounted for on a cash basis.

CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES
All accounting policies have been applied on bases consistent with previous years.

PARTICULAR ACCOUNTING POLICIES
Fixed Assets
Fixed Assets are shown at original cost less accumulated depreciation. Fixed Assets are depreciated over a 10 year
period on a straight line basis, with the exception of sundry assets which are depreciated over 5 to 10 years on a
straight-line basis.
Inventories
Inventories have been valued at the lower of cost or net realisable value.
Goods & Services Tax
The financial statements have been prepared on a GST exclusive basis.
Differential Reporting
The club is a qualifying entity for Differential Reporting because it is not publicly accountable and does not qualify
as a large entity as defined by the New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants framework for differential report-
ing. The club has taken advantage of all differential reporting exemptions.
