1.  STATEMENT OF ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
 
REPORTING ENTITY 
The Club operates as an incorporated body under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908. 
 
GENERAL ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
The financial statements have been prepared using the historical cost basis under the principles of accrual 
accounting except for subscription income which is accounted for on a cash basis. 
 
CHANGES IN ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
All accounting policies have been applied on bases consistent with previous years. 
 
PARTICULAR ACCOUNTING POLICIES 
Fixed Assets 
Fixed Assets are shown at original cost less accumulated depreciation.  Fixed Assets are depreciated over a 10 year 
period on a straight line basis, with the exception of sundry assets which are depreciated over 5 to 10 years on a 
straight-line basis. 
 
Inventories 
Inventories have been valued at the lower of cost or net realisable value. 
 
Goods & Services Tax 
The financial statements have been prepared on a GST exclusive basis. 
 
Differential Reporting 
The club is a qualifying entity for Differential Reporting because it is not publicly accountable and does not qualify as 
a large entity as defined by the New Zealand Institute of Chartered Accountants framework for differential reporting.  
The club has taken advantage of all differential reporting exemptions.
