CHAIRMAN'S REPORT

This has been my first involvement with the club for a number of years and | have really enjoyed my first
year in this role. The chairperson’s job is a very easy one when the people in key positions on the
Committee have the level of competence that we are fortunate to have at our club. Just as importantly,
there are also a large number of members outside of the Committee who have taken on key jobs in the
running of the club. These include, running the leagues (Monday and Wednesday nights), running the
junior club, running the midweek club, management of interclub teams and other ad hoc activities
(cleaning, maintenance of the club rooms and property etc.).

REPORTING ENTITY
The Club operates as an incorporated body under the Incorporated Societies Act 1908.

The financial statements have been prepared using the historical cost basis under the principles of accrual
accounting except for subscription income which is accounted for on a cash basis.

whether the accounting policies are appropriate to the Club's circumstances and are consistently applied and
adequately disclosed.

I have conducted the audit in accordance with generally accepted auditing standards in New Zealand except my
work was limited as explained below. | planned and performed the audit so as to obtain all the information and
explanations which | considered necessary in order to provide sufficient evidence to give reasonable assurance that
the financial report is free from material misstatements, whether caused by fraud or error. In forming my opinion |
also evaluated the overall adequacy of the presentation of information in the financial report.

Other than in my capacity as auditor, my only relationship with or interest in the Club is as a club member.

QUALIFIED OPINION
In common with other organisations of a similar nature, control over the income prior to its being recorded is limited,
and there are no practical audit procedures to determine the effect of this limited control.

In my opinion, except for adjustments that might have been found to be necessary had | been able to obtain
sufficient evidence concerning income, the financial report fairly reflects the results of operations and the financial
position of the club as at 31 May 2011.

The audit report was completed on 18 July 2011 and my qualified opinion is expressed as at that date.
